Reminders:

e All club classes/workshops should be submitted for review by GVR’s Leisure Education
Coordinator even if they are for club members only.

Exceptions to a listing in the catalog are routinely granted by GVR for classes with no class fee
or only a material fee.

If an exception is granted by GVR, the club may advertise and enroll club members, or
prospective club members, without GVR involvement; however, those classes will not have the
benefits listed above.
